Reasons:

***Ways or methods of God’s voice: 

*** 1.  His Word 

*** 2.  Other people in our lives 

*** 3.  Our circumstances 

*** 4.  Directly through our Spirits. 

 

***What are some things that prevent us from hearing God’s voice? 

 

Mark 4  Thorns.  These are the same thorns that show up on the crown of thorns 

that is placed on Jesus’ head at the crucifixion.   

Qundaul plant with thorns about 1.5 inches long. 

 

Jesus in his explanation of what these thorns represent said that they were 

“worries of the world, and the deceitfulness of riches, and the desires for other 

things.” 

 

***Worries of the world – or life.  These are often necessary things that are part of 

our life, work, school, paying bills, running errands, etc. General worries of life can 

get in the way.  This is why it is important to take time everyday to quiet yourself 

and listen… 

 

Psalm 42:10 tells us to “Be still and know that I am God.” This word “still” comes from 

a root word that is defined as “drop hands”, “go limp”, and “relax.” 

 

When you’re on vacation, doing nothing is relaxing!

1 Kings 19 

11 So He said, “Go forth and stand on the mountain before the LORD.” And behold, 

the LORD was passing by! And a great and strong wind was rending the 

mountains and breaking in pieces the rocks before the LORD; but the LORD was 
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not in the wind. And after the wind an earthquake, but the LORD was not in the 

earthquake.  

12 After the earthquake a fire, but the LORD was not in the fire; and after the fire 

a sound of a gentle blowing. 

 

Deceitfulness of riches:  This speaks to the falsehood that money is everything 

and takes away our trust in God 

 

Desires for other things:  The desire and greed of materialism.  But this can also 

be anything that distracts us from our number one priority … our relationship with 

Jesus. 

 

 

Why are you so desperate to hear God’s voice?  Sometimes, when God is silent, He 

has already spoken but we didn’t like what we heard. 

 

***Practically Speaking: 

***1.  Quiet. Worship music, talk radio, TV, etc. 

***2.  Listen
